Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005

Board meetings

The Board met on 15 October and 19 and 26 November 2009 to deal with personal licence, extended hours and variation applications.

The Board also extended its delegation arrangements to establish a committee comprising any 3 members of the Board to determine occasional licence and extended hours applications which have attracted a notice from the Chief Constable, a report from the Licensing Standards Officer or a public objection. This will enable speedy and efficient disposal of one off applications of this nature without the necessity of convening a full Board meeting.

Significant numbers of applications for minor variations, transfers, personal licences, occasional licences and extended hours are being dealt with under delegated powers on an ongoing basis. Details are reported on elsewhere in the Bulletin

Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005 

Nearly all annual fees have now been settled. Licensees who have, despite reminders, still not settled, will shortly receive a visit from the Licensing Standards Officer. Continuing failure to pay the fee will result in the Licensing Standards Officer serving a non-compliance notice which may result in a premises licence review application being lodged with the Board. If upheld, the Board has powers to issue a written warning, vary conditions, or suspend or revoke a licence.

Gambling Act 2005

The period for consultation on the Board's second Statement of Principles ends on 1 December 2009.

 Licensing Standards Officer (LSO)
To date the LSO has considered 65 occasional licence applications and reported on 45 extended hours applications.

He has served one Section 14 Notice on a premises licence holder who is failing to comply with the conditions of the premises licence. Failure to comply with the section 14 Notice will result in the LSO applying for a premises licence review.

The LSO will fully implement a premises inspection schedule early in 2010.

EU Services Directive

Work on ensuring that Clackmannanshire Licensing Board and Clackmannanshire Council will be compliant with the Directive by the deadline of 28 December 2009 continued throughout this period. The main work related to preparing web page information for each licence or permit application for which the Board/Council is responsible and which falls within the ambit of the Directive from templates provided by the UK Government Department of Business, Innovation and Skills (BIS); registering to use the Internal Market Information System (IMI); and preparing for registration on the Electronic Licensing Management System (ELMS). This has involved a considerable amount of technical work led by the Web Portal Officer, with significant input and assistance from colleagues in Business Improvement, Licensing, Registration, Environmental and Roads Services.

Outstanding tasks include setting up ELMS operational users (who will be those colleagues in each of the relevant services responsible for processing applications) and configuring online information to reflect local practice.
