Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005
Board meetings

The Board met on 30.6.09 and granted a number of personal licences, premises licences, a consent to alter and 2 application for occasional extensions.

Board meetings are scheduled for 20.8.09 and 27.8.09. Main items of business relate to personal licence applications where applicants have relevant convictions, variation and transfer applications and reports concerning delegation arrangements, fees and the Board Equality Scheme. These will be the last Board meetings prior to full implementation of the 2005 Act on 1.9.2009.

Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005 - preparation

Licensing Administrators have been processing significant numbers of personal licence applications and issuing premises licences in the lead up to 1 September.

Premises licence holders have been providing information concerning their premises managers.  They must hold a personal licence. The Act provides that there must be a premises manager in place by 1.9.09 to comply with the mandatory conditions applying to all premises licences with the exception of clubs.  Premises licence holders failing to comply timeously will be unable to sell alcohol lawfully from 1 September until they have a premises manager in place.

In recognition of the fact that many premises  throughout Scotland are going to be unable to comply by 1.9.09 due to some Boards being overwhelmed by the number of applications for personal licences which they can not process in the time available, the Scottish Government has passed emergency legislation so that nominated premises managers will be deemed to have a personal licence until 1.11.2009 provided that prior to 31.8.09 :

(i) the premise licence holder provides the name of the intended premises manager to the Board;

(ii) the intended premises manager holds a licensing qualification (ie has successfully completed the required training); and

(iii) the intended premises manager has lodged a personal licence application with the relevant Board.

A member of the legal team is revising all liquor licensing pages and adding further pages to provide a comprehensive information and application service to our customers.

Preparatory work will shortly commence to enable the Board to carry out an overprovision assessment and make a supplementary statement of policy. 

Letters will be issued to all premises licence holders on 31.8.09 to notify them that their annual fees are due on 1.10.09

Gambling Act 2005

The Board will shortly consult on its second Statement of Principles which requires to be in place by January 2010.

EU Services Directive
Work is ongoing with a view to shortly making a recommendation to the Directorate on the payment engine which the Council should use to enable it to provide an online payment service to applicants for licences from 28.12.09.

System testing will commence in October.
