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Findings from the Survey
The public’s opinion is important and in order to ascertain the views on a variety of issues related to transportation in Clackmannanshire a survey was produced asking a series of questions on current transport topics.  The information collected from the survey is being used to develop the Council’s forthcoming Local Transport Strategy and assist in developing a better transport system in Clackmannanshire for all.  

The survey was distributed to a large number of households within Clackmannanshire Council in May and June 2009.  Copies of the survey were also made available at the Local Transport Strategy Public Roadshows, which took place in June 2009.

A total of 23,000 surveys were sent out and 1,684 responses were received.  Of these 618 were analysed, giving a sample rate of 2.7% of Clackmannanshire households.  While the sample rate may be considered low they covered a good cross section of the local population, representing all of the towns and villages.
Household Travel
It is important to understand how people currently travel and to establish a baseline to measure future changes in travel behaviour.  Respondents were asked a series of questions on the travel of their whole household.  The results of which are shown below.  In addition respondents were also asked how may cars were available in the household.  Out of 618 households there were 757 cars, equating to an average of 1.22 cars per household.
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Travel Choices
In order to address the growing reliance on the car and increase social inclusion for those that cannot drive or have no access to a car, alternative modes of transport should be made available.  By encouraging the people of Clackmannanshire to be more aware of how they travel and to be aware of the damage each journey has on the environment and economy, more sensible car use can be achieved.  The following summary of the survey results indicate how the public perceive their travel choices.
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Road Maintenance

The condition and maintenance of the road network including footpaths and street lighting is critical to the safe and efficient movement of people around Clackmannanshire.  The following summary of the survey results indicate how the public perceive the Council’s efforts and where improvements are required.
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Parking and Congestion

Increasing levels of car ownership and use are placing an extra burden on our already busy roads and car parks.  In order to determine the extent that this level of car use is having in Clackmannanshire the following responses indicate the public’s perception of the issue.
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Road Safety
The safe movement of people within Clackmannanshire is a priority for local government.  The management of traffic is essential to ensuring that safety is maintained while educating all travellers on the safe and efficient use of the road network.  The following responses are assisting the Council in gauging how safe and well managed the general public perceive the network to be within Clackmannanshire.
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
