1.0 SUMMARY

1.1. This report has been prepared to dispose of land comprising Public Open Space and a footpath adjacent to the existing Community Group Centre for an extension to the Centre.

2.0 RECOMMENDATIONS

2.1. It is recommended that the Council approves the disposal at the valuation to be determined by the District Valuer and subject to the Community Group complying with the requirements of clause 3.9. 

3.0 BACKGROUND

3.1. The land lies to the rear of the Centre as shown on the attached plan. 

3.2. It extends to approximately 75 square metres presently comprising mainly an unadopted footpath and part of a shrubbery. The Community Group propose to create small shrub beds adjacent to the extension to create a barrier between the extension and the footpath.  

3.3. The Community Group advise that the extension will be of similar construction to the existing building. The extension will provide additional meeting space, a toilet and storage. It is proposed to remove the existing external wall adjacent to the extension which will double the size of the existing meeting room. A folding partition will be installed to permit the division of the meeting room when the extended premises are not required.

3.4. The Council’s Leisure Team currently manage the Sauchie Hall which accommodates a variety of community groups and agencies delivering a service to the people of Sauchie. The Leisure Services consider that any extension to the existing Community Group Centre will duplicate facilities which may have a detrimental effect on the service provided by Sauchie Hall. 

3.5. Land Services have no objections providing:

· Any damage to the surrounding open space and footpaths caused by any works associated with this proposal is reinstated to the satisfaction of the Council by the Community Group

· The proposed extension is  situated on top of an existing surface drainage channel carrying water from higher ground to the south of the building and the provision of an alternative route will have to carried out by the community Group to the satisfaction of the Council

· Full landscape proposals are submitted at the planning stage

3.6. Roads Services advise that from the  present proposals submitted by the Community Group there are no issues which would adversely affect the adopted road and footpath network in the area. 

3.7. Planning Services have been consulted by the Community Group and, while the scaling down of the original proposals has resulted in a more acceptable development, it gives cautious support to the proposals but reserves a final decision until after more detailed drawings are submitted. 

3.8. Taking into account the above any sale will be subject to the following conditions

· The Community Group will have to obtain planning permission for the proposed development  before the sale of the land is completed.

· The sale will be subject to the land being used for no other purpose than an extension to the Centre.

· The applicant will be required to allow access to mutual drainage and other services passing through the land. The purchaser will be responsible for reinstatement of any damage arising from these works and no compensation will be payable by the Council. 

· The Community Group will comply with the landscaping etc requirements of Land Services as detailed in clause 3.6.

4.0 CONCLUSIONS

4.1. The sale will generate a modest capital receipt to the HRA .
