CLACKMANNANSHIRE AND STIRLING COUNCILS: JOINT WORKING – PROPOSED FEASIBILITY STUDY

· Prior to any decision being taken, a wider community consultation arrangement be put in place including Community Councils, Residents Associations and other community groups.
