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1.0  SUMMARY
1.1        The purpose of this report is to seek Council approval of a nomination to fill  a    vacancy on Cornton Vale Prison Visiting Committee.

2.0  RECOMMENDATIONS
2.1        It is recommended that Councillors note the contents of this report and approve the                         nomination of June Buchanan, a local government officer. 

3.0   BACKGROUND

3.1
Council has a statutory responsibility to appoint two people to serve on Cornton Vale Prison Visiting Committee.
3.2         Mrs May MacLennan, one of the Council’s two representatives has tendered her resignation. This decision means that there is now one vacancy on the visiting committee.
3.3        June Buchanan, an experienced, local government officer, working in Social Services, has indicated her interest in filling the vacancy.

3.4         The required Disclosure Scotland check has been completed for June Buchanan
3.5         Scottish Government has recently carried out a review of Prison Visiting     Committees. The recommendations have indicated that in the longer term reform of prison committees will include greater links between Community Justice Authorities and Prison Visiting Committees.
3.6         Implementation of this review will be taken forward in a phased approach with ongoing discussion between Prison Visiting Committees, Scottish Prison Services, Criminal Justice Authorities  and CoSLA
3.7         It may therefore be necessary to revisit nominations to the Cornton Vale Prison Visiting Committee once the review is complete.

4.0 CONCLUSIONS

4.1.   Agreeing the recommendation in this report will complete the Council’s obligation to nominate two committee members to serve on Cornton Vale Prison Visiting Committee
