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1.0 SUMMARY

1.1. This report is seeking Council approval in respect of the disposal of commercial premises owned by Clackmannanshire Council which are currently vacant and declared surplus to requirements.

1.2. The subject property at 57 Main Street is a single storey mid terraced shop adjacent to a hot food take away.   The surrounding properties are all residential.

1.3. The shop has been unoccupied for nearly 15 years and is now largely derelict. There have been several unsuccessful attempts to dispose of the property either by lease or sale in the past.
1.4. Due to a recent marketing campaign several notes of interest were received and a closing date was set.  Three offers were received.

2.0 RECOMMENDATIONS

2.1. It is recommended that the property be sold to the highest bidder, Mr John Connor for the sum of £21,000.
3.0 BACKGROUND

3.1. The property at Main Street Clackmannan has been derelict for a significant period of time mainly due to lack of demand for premises of this nature and in this location.  The Council have in the past considered development options and have also offered the property to a local housing association. However any redevelopment appraisals were not deemed to be commercially viable.

3.2. The preferred bidder, is the owner of the adjacent Mannan Print Works building which is situated to the rear of the Council property.

3.3. It is understood that Mr Connor is proposing to redevelop the subject property in conjunction with the other property belonging  to him, subject to planning consent.
4.0 CONCLUSIONS

4.1. In order to facilitate early enhancement of the property, potentially with the proposed purchaser’s adjoining property, it is considered desirable to sell the property at 57 Clackmannan Street, to Mr John Connor for the sum of £21,000.
5.0 SUSTAINABILITY IMPLICATIONS

5.1. The proposal potentially facilitates the comprehensive redevelopment of this property and the surrounding buildings.
6.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

6.1. On the assumption that the Council agree to the disposal of this shop, then this would generate a capital payment of £21,000.
