APPENDIX 1

SCHEME OF DELEGATION FOR DECISIONS MADE UNDER THE TERMS OF THE TOWN AND COUNTRY PLANNING (SCOTLAND) ACT 1997 AS AMENDED BY THE PLANNING ETC. (SCOTLAND) ACT 2006 (“THE ACT”)

(As approved by Council 24th May, 2007 and as amended by Council on 27th September, 2007)

1. The Director of Development and Environmental Services is authorised to determine all applications made under the Act with the exception of:-

(i) Applications relating to “national development” as defined by Section 3A of the Act;

(ii) Applications relating to “major development” as defined under secondary legislation following Section 26A of the Act;

(iii) Applications for proposals involving a significant departure from the Development Plan but are recommended for approval by officers;

(iv) Applications in which the Council has a financial, land ownership  or other interest where the development does not accord with the development plan but is recommended for approval by officers;

(v) Applications which have been the subject of material written objections from the Community Council for the area within which the proposed development would be located but are recommended for approval by officers;

(vi) Applications which have been the subject of material written objections from three (3) or more separate households or premises but are recommended for approval by officers;

(vii) Applications which, in the opinion of the Director of Development and Environmental Services, in consultation with the Convener, following representation by an elected Member, should be  determined by the Regulatory Committee, given their significant public interest;

(viii) Applications by Members of the Council or staff of the Council involved in the planning decision-making process.
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
