The Board heard that the applicant had given a written undertaking that the required work would be completed in time for the March Licensing Board.

The Board heard from the applicant’s agent who stated that the insulation had been finalised today, and they had done either best to reduce noise admissions from the chimney flue.

Andrew Crawford addressed the Board and said that two Environmental Health Officers had visited the premises on Friday evening, and found that noise still exceeded the limit.  There were also still minor issues that still required to be carried out.  He went on to say that the letter did not give any technical information regarding the ventilation system.

The Board agreed to adjourn the application until the adjourned board meeting of 30th March 2007.

(ii)  Grant of Licence

5.  Any Other Business

There had been submitted to Board Members two papers which had previously been circulated.

(i)  Disability Equality Scheme

The Depute Clerk addressed the Board informing them that the Disability Discrimination Act 1995 as amended, places a duty on the Licensing Board to actively promote disability equality and publish a Disability Equality Scheme setting out the Board’s plans for meeting those duties.  An action plan for improvement sets the identified priorities.  The details of the report were noted and the scheme would be published for consultation.

The Board agreed to adopt the Disability Equality Scheme and Action Plan but would like it to be updated to show actions already completed.

(ii)  Gambling Act

The Depute Clerk addressed The Licensing Board at said that at  their Licensing Board Meeting on the 13th June they authorised a working group to prepare a Clackmannanshire Licensing Board Statement of Policy as required by the Gambling Act 2005.  Consultation had taken place and responses had been received the majority of the responses had been received from the Association of British Bookmakers Limited.  The responses were noted.

Councillor Mattchett said that the this was an excellent paper and that it sets out the proposed policy.  The completed policy should be taken forward to the next Licensing Board Meeting in June 2007.
