The Board heard that there had been an objection from Central Scotland Police, but as neither the applicant nor their solicitor had received a copy of the objection it was dismissed as incompetent.
Alasdair Adam representing the applicant asked the board to grant the application as there had been a president set as the board had granted a similar application earlier in the year to another Entertainment Premises.  He stated that there were no housing in the immediate vicinity.  He went on to say his client would like the same hours as the neighbouring towns of Falkirk and Stirling.
Councillor Matchett , seconded by Councillor Stewart moved that the application should only be granted to 2.00am, on Friday and Saturdays, 
The motion was voted on by the Board, who voted 8 for the motion with 1 abstention.

The reasons for the Boards decision were that the applicant had failed to satisfy them that there were circumstances indicating a need of the locality to a extension to 3.00am.  the applicant had not submitted any evidence indicating a benefit to the community.  Despite there being no housing in the immediate vacinity, the Board had concerns regarding the potential for anti social behaviour, if the additional hours extension was granted.

He apologised to Board Members for the lateness of the application but his client spoke to him after the last lodging date for applications.
The Board agreed to exercise to its discretion in terms of Section 13(2) of the Licensing (Scotland) Act 1976  in favour of the applicant and to adjourn the application until 13th July 2007 so that the applicant could advertise the application at his expense and obtain all Section 23 Certificates.

3.  Any Other Business

(i)  Letter of Complaint

Board Members were informed that a complaint by the Chief Constable had been received concerning off sales premises the Windmill, Main Street, Menstrie.
The Board on a vote agreed by 8 for 1 against  to hold a hearing to consider the suspension of licence.
(ii)  Over 21 Policy

Superintendent  Price asked the Board if they would endorse an under 21 Policy in Clackmannanshire, similar to that which had been implemented in other licensing board areas.  He outlined the proposal. As explained in the paper that was circulated Went on to say that he had all the necessary information posters and publications that could be given to members of the licensing trade.

Whilst supporting of the principle, the Board took the view that it would be premature to endorse the proposal.  They would wish to see a period of consultation with the trade followed by more detailed proposals. There was a need to find out how may licensess would sign up for a voluntary policy of this nature.

The Board suggested a letter be sent to all licensess followed by a meeting of Police representatives, Board Members, CRLTA and Off-sale Licensess.  

It was agreed that Superintendent Price would write to all off sale licence holders and arrange a meeting with a view how the over 21 policy would operate, and would report back to the Licensing Board.

(iii)  Policy Statement Working Group 
A report  on the Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005,  Policy Statement Working Group which  was prepared by David Thomson, Depute Clerk to The Licensing Board and circulated to Licensing Board Members outlining the requirements of the Licensing Board to have a Licensing Policy Statement published no later than 30th November 2007.

Councillor McAdam, Councillor Earle and Councillor Paterson were appointed to serve on the working group together with Depute Clerks and other appropriate Council Officers.  They would draft a Licensing Policy Statement for the approval of the Licensing Board.
(iii)  Byelaws Prohibiting The Consumption of Alcohol in                      Designated Public Places
The Depute Clerk outlined the items for discussion in the 8th March 2007 from the Scottish Executive Justice Department.  
After considering the letter the Board agreed to remit the matter to the Clerk to liaison with Central Scotland Police and Procurator Fiscal of Alloa to review the operation of the Bylaws in Clackmannanshire and to report to the Board with recommendations for any changes considered appropriate. 
(iv) Gambling Act 2005 – Scheme of Delegation

The Board agreed the scheme of delegation outlined in the Depute Clerks paper.
