During this period holders of Entertainment Licences may seek an Occasional Extension to 2.00am on any day of the week.  Holders of Public House Licences may apply for an extension until 1.00am Sunday to Thursday and 2.00am on Fridays and Saturdays.

The criterion is that the event must in some way be related to the festive season for example Christmas Parties.
