Street Naming - Alloa Town Centre

1.0 SUMMARY

1.1. As part of the regeneration of the town centre and the implementation of the rail project, Ring Road will have a new role and appearance, a new road is to be constructed to access the railway station, a new public square is to be created at the station and a new walkway built to link it with the existing town centre.

1.2. It is proposed that Ring Road should be re-named and names sought for those other new streets and public areas.  The names chosen will be agreed following a public consultation exercise.

2.0 RECOMMENDATION

2.1. It is recommended that the Committee agree to:-

(i) Re-name Ring Road, Alloa;

(ii) Carry out a consultation exercise to seek suggestions for names for (A) Ring Road, (B) The new access road to the railway station, (C) the public square at the station, and (D) the walkway between the station and the town centre.

3.0 BACKGROUND

3.1. Work is progressing on the construction of the new railway station at Alloa as part of the Stirling-Alloa-Kincardine project.  The project also makes provision for a new roundabout on Ring Road with an access road to be constructed between it and the station, and associated car park, to the rear of the Ring Road petrol filling station.

3.2. To ensure that the railway station, a retail development recently completed on the former brewery site, are properly connected to, and integrated with, the existing town centre, a new walkway is being constructed.  As part of this project a new public square is to be created at the railway station and new street lighting and landscaping are to be installed along the whole length of Ring Road between Shillinghill and Town Hall roundabouts.

4.0 PROPOSALS

4.1. All of the above work will lead to a transformation in the appearance and function of the area.  To compliment and recognise that, Ring Road should be renamed to reflect its new, predominant, role as the major access route into Alloa Town Centre rather than a by-pass to it.

4.2. In addition, it is proposed that the new railway station access road, the new public square and the new walkway should be given names appropriate to their role, setting and importance to this part of the regenerated town centre.

4.3. The Council can name or re-name any street or road to which the public have access in their area under Section 97 of the Civic Government (Scotland) Act 1982.  Any re-naming of an existing named street may only be done following the advertising of such a proposal and having taken into account any representations thereupon.

4.4. Given the need to advertise and given the potential wider public interest in the names to be chosen for the both Ring Road and the other areas referred to in Para 4.2, it is considered that a public consultation exercise should be undertaken.  This could be done via Clacksweb and via the local press and could be similar to the recent exercise considered for the Clackmannanshire Bridge.  It would be appropriate to consult on both suggested names, such as the historical street names that were lost when the Ring Road was built, and seek suggested names from the public.

CONCLUSION
5.1
The regeneration of Alloa Town Centre continues apace.  It is considered appropriate that the newly refurbished and altered Ring Road should be re-named to reflect its new role in the north part of the town centre.  It is considered appropriate to carry out a public consultation exercise to seek suggested names for Ring Road, the new access road to the railway station, the public square and the new walkway linking the station with the existing town centre.
