· As assessment of primary care medical services.

· Desktop Assessment of economically recoverable coal reserves and related environmental constraints.

2. No further reserved matters to be submitted and no development to take place until details in condition 1 have been submitted and approved.

3. Second application for Approval of Reserved Matters, to include a Master Plan Development Framework.  (The concept masterplan with the outline planning application is not approved).  The key elements of this will comprise:-

· Delineation of Housing development areas.

· Identification of all other land use components

· Safe integrated routes for walking and cycling within the site.

· Existing and proposed road junction changes and improvements.

· Off-site traffic management measures 

· Provision and enhancement of off-road routes for walking and cycling, including linkages to the National Cycle Route, local business/commercial facilities, and Gartmorn Dam Country Park

· Green Wildlife Corridors within site

· Retention of linear landscape features

· A structure landscape framework and recreation/open space strategy, integrated with the proposed housing sites and off road walking and cycling routes.

· A sustainable urban drainage scheme

· A phasing plan for the start and completion of all land use and infrastructure elements.

· A strategy for the provision of Public Art.
· Waste management arrangements.

· The provision of affordable housing.

· A Design Statement for a mixed use development.

5. Further application(s) for the approval of reserved matters for houses, school, business units, shops, hotel, golf course, leisure facilities and community facilities to include:-
