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1.0 SUMMARY

1.1. This report sets out the results of the consultation exercise seeking a  suggested name for a street in Alva. 

1.2. Following careful consideration of the suggestions and having regard to the criteria for choosing names, it is recommended that the name identified in paragraph 2.1 be agreed.
