Amendment of Condition 7

7.
Before any works start on site, details of a noise assessment prepared by a suitably qualified person relating to the proposed workshop and distribution uses on the site and the existing industrial premises to the south of the site shall have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Council, as planning authority.
The assessment shall, if appropriate, demonstrate how the residential development shall be protected from noise associated with the said workshop and distribution uses and existing industrial premises.  The approved measures shall be completed prior to the occupation of the first house on the approved site unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Council.

The Committee also agreed that before the Council can issue the decision notice, that Scottish Ministers be notified in accordance with the provisions summarised in paragraph 7.3 of the report due to the Council’s “interest” in the development.
