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SUMMARY

1.1. This report sets out the results of the consultation exercise seeking suggested names for two new streets being created as a result of residential development on land between Redlands Road and Dumyat Roundabout.
1.2. Following careful consideration of the suggestions and having regard to the criteria for choosing names, it is recommended that the names identified in paragraph 2.1 be agreed.

2.0 RECOMMENDATIONS

2.1. It is recommended that the following names are agreed:

Acorn Drive
Chestnut Lane
3.0 BACKGROUND

3.1. As members will be aware the area of land between Redlands Road and Dumyat Roundabout is being developed by the house builder, Carronvale Homes for some 98 dwellings (40 dwelling houses and 58 dwelling flats).
The layout that has been approved lends itself to subdivision into two distinct streets for which names are required.
3.2. Research has been carried out and consultation undertaken in order to identify  suitable names for new streets in Tullibody.

3.3. The consultation and research process involved contacting the local Councillors, the Community Council, local schools and known heritage groups and interests.  A full list of consultees, with their responses, is appended at Appendix 1.

3.4. The Royal Mail Address Development Centre has also been consulted and the recommended names are considered acceptable.  Should an alternative name be chosen, further consultation with Royal Mail would be required.
4.0 PROPOSAL

4.1. Having considered all of the suggestions very carefully it is considered that the following names would be most suitable:

Acorn Drive

Chestnut Lane
