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1.0 SUMMARY

1.1. The Scottish Qualifications Authority (SQA) pre-appeal results for the 2006 diet of examinations were published in early-August of 2006. A report on the pre-appeal results as presented to the Performance and Audit Committee at its meeting on the 19th of October 2006. The post-appeal results for the 2006 diet of examinations was published in mid-February 2007.

1.2. This report presents these post-appeal results and offers brief comment on them. 

1.3. The overall trends in attainment noted in the report presented in October remain unchanged. The relative performance of the Council’s pupils remains unchanged compared to, for example, comparator authorities. 

2.0 RECOMMENDATIONS

2.1. It is recommended that elected members note the contents of this report.

3.0 BACKGROUND

3.1. As noted in the report presented to the Performance and Audit Committee in October of 2006, overall the attainments of young people in Clackmannanshire’s secondary schools at the end of S4 are on an upward trend. 

There is very little difference between pupils’ pre-appeal and post-appeal results. This is true as well of other authorities. The relative position, therefore, of Clackmannanshire’s pupils’ attainments is as noted in the October report to this committee. 

The tables on the next page show pupils’ pre-appeal attainments in the 2006 diet of examinations along with their post-appeal attainments.

4.0 CONCLUSIONS

4.1 The conclusions offered in the October 2006 report to this committee remain appropriate overall in the context of the post-appeal results presented in this report. The attainments of pupils in secondary schools are on upward trends. There are, however, disappointing levels of attainment in relation to some measures even where these show an overall upward trend. The percentage of pupils obtaining 5 or more awards at SCQF Level 4 or better and of those obtaining 5 or more awards at SCQF level 5 or better are the most powerful examples of areas where there continues to be a need for the pace and security of attainment to be increased.
